International Terminal Project Update

The Port of Newport Board of Commissioners received an
update on the International Terminal Project at the regular
monthly meeting on May 22. Project Manager Frank Berg,
Day CPM, reported that steel salvaged from the project
resulted in a total credit of $385,170, which was $65,170 above
the initial estimate of $320,000. Concrete had been poured for
the west dock, and dock accessories and connection plates
were being installed and painted. Demolition work continued
on the upper portion of the Hennebique bow. The total budget
for construction costs was $19,018,680. A construction
balance plus contingency of $1,549.83 remained in the
construction fund.

Meetings continue between the Port and Teevin Brothers
about the proposed log storage, debarking, and sorting
operation at the International Terminal, although no formal
proposal or timeline has been received by the Port as yet.

Most of Newport's distant water boats have returned from Alaska and some of the fleet is
fishing for whiting. F/Vs Ms. Julie and Noah'’s Ark were loaded with National Marine Fisheries’
survey gear and will conduct survey work for the next two months.

The hoist is back in service after its power supply was damaged. The hydraulic unit has
been serviced and the linkage repaired.

The Port of Newport and the bayfront merchants
continue to work on a temporary plan for the sea lion dock
at Port Dock 1. The first phase is to repair the existing
wooden floating dock. An additional 20 feet of dock
acquired from the Embarcadero will be added later. The
disentanglement cage will be returned, new signage will be
added, and volunteers will be on site to educate the public
about the working waterfront and marine mammals. Port
Dock 1 will remain as a working dock for use by the
commercial fishing fleet.

The first of four public recreational access sites has
been completed, as required by the permit for the NOAA
MOC-P project. The first site is at the north end of the
South Beach Marina turnaround, near the restroom facility.
The second site near the LNG facility will be completed this
summer.

The north side operations crew worked steadily on the
temporary administration office since its arrival, laying out
sewer lines, fiber optics, and telephones, and building
shelving units for staff.

Dockside Safety

Always neatly coil excess line, both on the dock and onboard.

professional and eliminates a trip hazard.

It looks

Always turn off all AC breakers on board; then turn off the breaker and
disconnect the power cord from the dock. Never undo the power cord and
carry it off the boat to the dock. One slip and you're in the water with a live
wire!

Always turn off all outside lights, instruments, and VHF radio if you are
going to be away from the boat. Be a good neighbor and don't leave lights
shining onto the boat in the next slip when you are away.

Never connect a dock water supply to the pressure side of the water
system on your boat, not even with a pressure-reducing valve. A hose
clamp could quit or a section could rupture. This is an invitation to sink your
boat! —TCB Security Services
