NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project Update

The NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project remains on
schedule. The building modification and relocation of Yaquina
Bay Fruit Processors has been completed and the demolition
and grading work finished early. Cost savings from that phase
of the work will be carried forward into the next phase. With
3,500 yards of recycled concrete laid down, along with
imported rock, the site is essentially ready for the upland
construction to begin. Bids on the building shells have been
received, and requests for bids to pre-purchase the piling
material went out early due to an anticipated rise in the cost of
steel piling material. High aerial photographs are being taken
of the site each month, as well as photographs by site cameras
a couple of times each day. Those photos will be compiled to
create a time-lapse movie of the project being built. For more
information about the NOAA MOC-P Project, go to the Port of
Newport's website, www.portofnewport.com under Port
Projects.

International Terminal Project Update

The 95% documents have been received from KPFF
Consulting Engineers and have been reviewed by the project
team. Final documents are expected on May 14, 2010. The
building footprints have been staked out and design
modifications incorporated to reduce building costs and provide
necessary infrastructure for Port and tenant operations. NRC
Environmental Services deployed a stocked storage container
for emergency response equipment at the terminal, and a
response vessel is moored at Port Dock-3. A Request for
Qualifications (RFQ) was sent out for a Cargo Market Analysis
Study but that project has been postponed until the project is
closer to completion in about three years. Commissioner
David Jincks will chair a committee, to include members of the
public, to develop the operating standards for all phases of
terminal activity, including safety standards practices. That
work will start soon, as traffic patterns will need to be
established and regulated during the construction period.

General Manager Don Mann, Commissioner
Dean Fleck, and South Beach Harbormaster
Chris Urbach met with representatives from the
Longview Hills Fishing Club about streamlining
boat traffic during the busy fishing days at South
Beach, starting with the first salmon season in
June. Newport Police Department volunteers will
be asked to help direct traffic at the launch ramp
entrances, collect launch fees in advance, and
keep traffic moving. Port staff is looking into
signage and will make some repairs to the old
launch ramp, which will be used on the busy
weekends.

Halibut season opens on May 13, 2010.
Highway 20 will be closed at milepost 22 on the
following weekend, May 14-16, when, weather
permitting, about 900 feet of rock and soil will be
blasted off the eastern side slope in order to tie in
the new highway alignment. The blast is
scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Friday and material
will be removed from the highway by 6:00 a.m.
the following Monday.

An assessment of fire damage to the RV

The research vessel Mt. Mitchell made two
brief stops in Newport for crew change early in
May. Mt. Mitchell is a former NOAA vessel,
now managed by Global Seas LLC in Seattle,
WA.

There were 299 boats at the Port Dock 7
hoist dock during the last month, a record-
breaking number. Some of the boats were
there for gear changes, and shrimp and slime
eel seasons are underway so the boats were
also offloading product. The prospect of a
good salmon season has brought back some
fishermen not often seen around the Newport
docks in recent years.

Jim Durkee and Kent Gibson from Port
Operations North, and Mark Rahm and Fred
Hauert from Port Operations South attended a
refresher course in Portland to renew their haz-
mat certifications. Kevin Bryant and Ray Carel
will renew their certificates in May.

Yaquina Bay and the Yaquina River bar are
scheduled for nineteen days of dredging this
year, starting in mid-June or July 2010.

Three boats that the Port had seized for
non-payment of moorage were sold outright in
April. A fourth Port-owned vessel was
demolished at South Beach and put into a 20-
yard dumpster.

May 21, 1910

The first meeting of the Port of Newport Board of
Commissioners was held on May 21, 1910 at
Newport City Hall.

Bensell presided, and Commissioners George King,
Ed Stocker, Thomas Leese, and J.A. Olssen were in
attendance. Matters concerning the commission at
that time included a governmental survey map of the
port district and drafting a set of by-laws for
guidance of the board.
