NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project Update 

     Anderson-West Coast Contractors was chosen by the 
selection panel from a field of four companies as Construction 
Manager/General Contractor for the NOAA Marine Operations 
Center-Pacific Homeport Project.  Anderson-WCC is a joint 
venture that brings two highly respected companies and years 
of experience to the project.  The Port of Newport Board of 
Commissioners ratified a pre-construction contract with 
Andersen-WCC at the port’s regular meeting on October 27, 
2009.  The final design and configuration for the NOAA site is 
in progress, as is investigative work in the water and on the 
shorelines.  The upland work is being designed by gLAs 
Architects; the pier work and upland civil work are being 
designed by KPFF Consulting Engineers.  The project is on 
budget and on schedule.  Dirt will be moved at the South 
Beach site after the first of the year and building pad 
preparations will start in the spring.       

  
 
International Terminal Project Update 

     A new overall schedule for the terminal project is being 
developed.  A pre-construction contract has been extended 
between the port and Natt McDougall Company (NMC), and 
NMC is working to determine final estimates for removal and 
demolition of the Pasley and Hennebique.  A preliminary 
project budget will be refined in December and January, after 
those estimates are in.  The budget is a priority for the project 
management team and discussions are ongoing during the 
terminal project weekly meetings.  The contract between the 
port and KPFF Consulting Engineers has been re-negotiated, 
to cover design and construction through the full scope of the 
project.  KPFF has completed 40% design documents, which 
will greatly aid in estimating costs for the project.
