NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project Update

The NOAA Homeport Project is on schedule and tracking.
Andersen-WCC expect to have the roofs on the warehouse
and two-story administration office by the end of October.

The Port had a great turnout of volunteers for the eelgrass
harvest August 9-11, 2010. Twenty-two young adults and
students participated, along with Port staff and commissioners.
The eelgrass was removed from an area that will be dredged
for the NOAA project. The Oregon Coast Aquarium will nurture
the plants until they can be replanted at the mitigation site in
the spring.

General Manager Mann and Commissioner JoAnn Barton
attended a NOAA Change of Command ceremony on
September 2, 2010 in Seattle, Washington. Captain Guy Noll
assumed command of NOAA’'s Marine Operations Center-
Pacific, relieving Captain Michele Bullock. Captain Bullock will
stay on through the transition when the NOAA Pacific fleet's
headquarters moves from Seattle to Newport.

The upland buildings are nearly complete. Building #2 is
scheduled for completion first, to allow Foulweather Trawl to
move in, but both buildings are scheduled for completion by
October 15, 2010. The demolition survey required by DEQ has
been completed and submitted to Natt McDougall Company
and Western States Environmental, and the demolition permit
has been issued by the City of Newport. An agency meeting
and site tour was conducted on September 2, 2010. After the
construction schedule is completed and traffic flow and
perimeters are developed for the construction phase, a tenant
and stakeholders meeting will be scheduled. West Coast
Contractors will create a new access roadway on Port-leased
property for material and steel piling deliveries. The same area
will be used for staging materials for the NOAA pier
construction across the bay.
